· A habit is a behaviour that is repeated

· A person usually doesn’t know about their habit, especially if it is  bad on you

· A good habit can easily turn bad, such as not being able to fall asleep without reading late in the night.

· Examples of bad habits are, overeating, overspending, arguing, and not getting enough sleep

· Bad habits can turn into obsessions if you’re not careful.

· An obsession is a thought, a feeling or an image that happens again and again and that makes you feel anxious
